John Kersten Selected to Head Energy Department's Golden Field Office

The U.S. Department of Energy today announced that John H. Kersten has been selected as manager of the Department's Golden (Colorado) Field Office.

Golden oversees the operations of the National Renewable Energy Laboratory (NREL), one of ten DOE national laboratories.  The office also manages research and development projects in partnership with industry and academia around the nation.  Finally, Golden provides a variety of administrative support to six DOE Regional Offices, which provide project management and technology deployment while serving as the regional liaisons for Office of Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy programs.

Kersten served as deputy manager of the Golden Field Office and its predecessor, the NREL Area Office, since 1987.  He started with the office as financial officer in 1979.  Before that he served as budget officer for the Strategic Petroleum Reserve Project Management Office in New Orleans.  He began his DOE career as a program analyst with the Office of Conservation and Solar Applications in Washington, D.C. in 1975.

Kersten served five years in the Air Force, attaining the rank of Captain.  He graduated from Central Michigan University and has received executive-level training at the John F. Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University.
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
