DOE Golden Field Office Recognized for Volunteer Service

The Department of Energy's Golden Field Office received top honors from Energy Secretary Spencer Abraham at a recent Washington, D.C. ceremony for the number of employees who volunteered 25 hours or more of their time to the community within the past year.

Abraham launched the Secretary of Energy Community Service Program April 19, 2002 to support President Bush's call for Americans to give back to the country through volunteerism.  Golden employees have volunteered as tutors, mentors, counselors and coaches.  Others volunteer for organizations to conserve wildlife habitat, fund raising, or business management for a theatrical company.

The Golden Field Office manages energy efficiency and renewable energy projects for DOE nationwide, in partnership with businesses and universities.  Project areas include solar power, wind energy, biomass power and fuels, superconductivity and hydrogen for transportation and electricity generation.  

The office also administers the management and operating contract for DOE's National Renewable Energy Laboratory, which is operated by Midwest Research Institute, Battelle and Bechtel.
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
