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1. Introduction
This document serves both as a guideline and a template for preparing your abstract for the SunShot CSP Program Review 2013. To format your document correctly, please use the styles described in this document.

2. Paper formatting
This abstract template is modeled after a technical extended abstract for a peer-reviewed publication. The document should use U.S. letter (8.5x11 inches) page size, 12-point Garamond font, single-spacing, and 1-inch margins.

The length of the abstract should not exceed 2 pages, including all figures, tables, and references. Please number the sections and sub-sections.

3. Content
3.1. Sections
Your abstract should be organized into three main sections: background, objectives, and key findings. In the background section, place the project in the proper context alongside previous work in the literature and ongoing R&D, and describe the innovation and fundamental advances of the current work. In the objectives section, state the primary goals of the project, including relevant milestones, as well as the methodology used to achieve the objectives. In the key findings section, discuss the results and significance of the work accomplished with a focus on the technical progress and outcomes of the work. 

3.2 Title
The abstract title should indicate the contents of the abstract and be written in CAPITAL letters using 14-point Garamond bold font. If you need more than one line for the paper title please use a “soft” line break (Shift+ Enter) instead of a line break.

3.3. Tables and figures
Relevant data tables and figures should be included and discussed to demonstrate the technical progress being made. All tables and figures should be cited in the text, numbered in order of appearance, and labeled by a centered caption. Captions for tables should be placed above each table. All table columns should have a brief explanatory heading. Text in each field of a table will look better if it has equal amounts of spacing above and below it. 

Table 1. Table captions should be centered and placed above the table. 
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Accompanying comments can be included immediately after the table. Tables should be no larger than the printed area of the page and preferably oriented in the same way as the text (portrait).

As with tables, figures should be cited in the text, numbered consecutively, and labeled by a centered caption. Captions for figures should be placed underneath each figure. Please ensure that any color figures remain clear and understandable when reproduced in black and white.

Regardless of the software used to create them, figures should be saved with the extension .jpeg (minimum 300 dots per inch). 

3.4. Equations
Use an equation editor to typeset the equations. Equations should be consecutively numbered and referenced in the text as Eq. (#), except at the start of a sentence, in which case they should be spelled out without abbreviating. If an equation editor is not available, save the equation as a graphic with the extension .gif and insert it into the text close to the point where it is mentioned. 
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Equations should be centered. The size of the equation characters should be similar to that of the body text.

3.5. Lists
· Bulleted lists can be used to arrange information more clearly in the text. 

3.6. References
References should be numbered consecutively throughout the text and collected in a bibliographic list at the end of the document. In the text, references are noted by a number in square brackets, one space from words and punctuation. All works cited in the paper must be referenced. Each reference should contain only one literature citation. Use the ASME format instructions for referencing. 

4. Submission of abstract: Data formats and delivery
Each abstract should be submitted as a .pdf file along with the original Word document (.docx or .doc) with all pictures. The abstract should be submitted to Candace Pfefferkorn at candace.pfefferkorn@ee.doe.gov. All abstracts must be submitted on or before Friday, March 22, 2013.
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
